Strap Fold-over Instructions for Slipstreamz Spoiler Compatibility

Slipstreamz Spoilers are unique in using the front strap of your helmet to smooth the airflow over the side of your head and
ears for improved cycling performance, enjoyment and safety. However, to enjoy these benefits you must either re-assemble
your helmet's straps, or you must introduce a fold-over in your straps each and every time the helmet is fitted to your head.

These instructions illustrate the fold-over method of fitting the Spoilers. This method is not compatible with helmets designed
where the front straps are attached directly to the helmet rim (an example is the Specialized Decibel helmet). This is because
the strap arrangement doesn’t allow incorporation of the fold-over necessary for attaching and using the Spoiler.

To use the fold-over method it is also necessary for your helmets straps to be arranged within their adjustment clasps as
shown below in Photo 1 (front Strap A is underneath back Strap B). Photo 2 below illustrates the INCOMPATABLE ordering
of these straps in the clasp (front strap A on top of back strap B). If your straps are sequenced within clasp similar to Photo
2, we recommend that you rather download instructions from our website for reassembling your straps for Slipstreamz Spoiler
compuatibility.

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Installation

Firstly, take care to observe that there are right and left
specific Spoilers. This is indicated by an embossed “R” or
“L” on the back of each. Holding the left-side strap facing
outwards towards you (shown above) slide the left Spoiler
onto the front edge of the strap with the embossed “L” and
open clips facing you. See Photo 3 below.
