Strap Reassembly Instructions for Slipstreamz Spoiler Compatibility

Airflow over the side of your head and ears can cause noise induced fatique and reduce the enjoyment and safety of your
ride. Slipstreamz Spoilers are unique in using the front straps of your helmet to smooth the airflow. These instructions illustrate
how. In the process, you could also find the fit of your helmet is improved.

The Spoiler is not compatible with helmets designed where
the rear straps are mounted directly into the helmet shell
(as opposed to threading through a rear adjustment
assembly as illustrated in Photo 1 below). An example of
an incompatible helmet is the Specialized Decibel. The
arrangement of its straps does not allow incorporation of
the fold-over necessary for attaching and using the Spoiler.

Step 1

The first step is fo take digital photo’s of your helmet clearly showing how the strap is laced through the helmets back assembly,
as well as the position of the adjustment clasps and buckle.
